WHEREAS, State Contract No, 1060-CGG-2121 between King 

and the State Department of Social and Health Services provides 

for continuance of 1973 program and funding levels for alcoholism 

treatment services by specific agencies, from January 1, 1974 

through March 31, 1974, and 

WHEREAS, this same contract includes a follow-on-agreement 

that upon State approval of the County's calendar year 1974 Alco­

holism Plan and Budget, an agreement covering the April 1, 1974 

through December 31, 1974 period will be issued and at that time 

the remainder of the $492,874 King County 1974 allocation will be 

available for expenditure, and 
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WHEREAS, the attached plan categorically addresses the S
