A MOTION authorizing the King County Executive to submit a 
grant application to the United States Economic Develop­
ment Administration to fund public facility ilnprovements
in the Kenmore Commercial/Industrial Center. 

WHEREAS, the United States Economic Development Admi stration, under 

authority of the Public Works and Economic Development Act 1965, Public Law 

89-136, provides funding for public improvements which stimulate long-term 

private sector investment and job creation, and 

WHEREAS, the King County Northshore Community Plan identifies as 

a commercial and industrial center for economic development, and 

WHEREAS, inadequate public water supply and road facilities are 1y 

restricting private commercial and industrial development in the Kenmore 

Commercial/Industrial Center, and 

WHEREAS, the King County department of public works, in coordi ion with 

the Northeast Lake Washington Sewer and Water District and the Kenmore 

II	 bus;ness communi ty, is proposing water and road improvements, known as the 

Kenmore Redevelopment Project, to stimulate private sector investment and 

job creation in the Kenmore Commercial/Industrial Center, and 

WHEREAS, the Kenmore Redevelopment Project is consistent with 

Northshore Community Plan, the Northeast lake Washington Sewer and Water 

District Plan, and the Public Works and Economic Development Act, and 

WHEREAS, the Northeast lake Washington Sewer and Water Distri Board 

Commissioners has enacted Resolution 1983-6-2 endorsing their participation in 

the Kenmore Redevelopment Project, and 

WHEREAS, the King County council has previously enacted leg;sl ion in 

II the form of King County Motions 5193 and 5759 in support of and 

II improvements to stimulate economic development in the Kenmore Commercial/ 

Industrial Center, and 

WHEREAS, the 1985-1990 King County Capital Improvements Program includes 

II $232,744 in road improvements for the Kenmore Redevelopment Project, and 

WHEREAS, the Central Pugat Sound Economic Development District on 17, 

II 1984 identified the Kenmore Redevelopment Project as its number one regional 

II priority for 1985 funding by the Economic Development Admini ration, and 
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WHEREAS, the Economic Development Admi stration on February 6, 1985 

ormally invited King County to submit a grant application by March t 1985 

to fund the Kenmore Redevelopment Project.
