28 - Daniels Creek Dev. Woodinville Area 

29 - Lake Boren Dev. Between Renton & 

30 Bellevue 

31 - Missing Link Trail Phase II Dev. East of Bothell 

32 - Green River Trail Phase I Dev. South of Seattle 

33 - Kenmore Boat Launch Dev. East of Bothell 

34 C. The county's share of these projects will be derived 

35 II from bond proceeds, General Fund or Real Estate Excise Tax. 
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1 D. King county does hereby certify that the county is 

2 II responsible to support all non-cash commitments to the local 

3 II share should they not materialize. 

4 E. Any property acquired with financial aid through the 

5 II Interagency committee for outdoor Recreation be placed in use 

6 II as an outdoor recreation facility and be retained in such use 

7 II in perpetuity unless as otherwise provided and agreed to by the 

8 II county council and the Interagency Committee for Outdoor 

9 II Recreation. 

10 F. This resolution become part of a formal application to 

11 II the Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation. 

12 G. Adequate notificatIon has been given and opportunity 

13 II provided for public input and that published notices have 

14 II identified affected flo6d plains and/or wetlands, if
