County Code, Section 3.76.150, Business
Regulations and Licenses, Examining Board
for Masseurs.

S ' 3.76.150. Examining Board. There is hereby created

an examining board for masseurs, consisting of four members to be
appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the County
Council, who shall include é licensed masseur, a licensed masseuse,
and a representative of the Seattle-King County Health Department.
No owners or operators of schoo}s where instruction in massage is
given shall bé appointed to this board. The manager of the division
of licenses éhall, within thirty days after the effective date of
this ordinancé, and from time to time thereafter, recommend to

the County Executive persons who would be qualified to serve upon
the examining board. Members of the examining board shall serve

for six years without compensation. The board shall eleét a chairman
and secretary and shall meet at least once every three months to
give examinations for and make recommendations as to qualifications
of applicants, (Res. 35143; April 8, 1968: prior Res. 31755 §.15;
