12 rules to the County Council, no later than June 15, 1974,

13 provided that, until such rules are adopted by the County

14 Council, nopromotional examinations will be held for the rank

15 of sergeant or above.~The rules so adopted by the County

16 Council shall not be applied so as to decrease or eliminate any

17 of the rights, privileges and protections granted to the deputy

18 sheriff’s civil service system.
