BALD Recommendation: approve

The district's Comprehensive Sewerage Plan approved by King County by
Ordinance No. 4148 on March 19, 1979 does not address the proposed
annexation. The district will have to update their plan to include
the proposal, subject to review and approval by King County before a
franchise.can be granted for work in County rights-of-way (see KCC
6.27.060). The proposal is within the local service area boundary

of the King County Sewerage General Plan. Given the unusual
circumstances and emergency nature of this request, it seems
appropriate to approve the requested annexation prior to

updating the district's comprehensive plan.
