Dear Councilmember Gruger:

I am allowing ordinance (No. 10721) to pass into law without my signature. This ordinance
appropriates to the Office of Prosecuting Attorney $42,462 for a professional child victim
interviewer and declares an emergency. Let me state strongly that I support the addition of
a professional interviewer for children who are victims of physical and sexual assault. The
- specialized skills of this interviewer will aid the prosecution of offenders and benefit the
children through greater sensmwty to their trauma.

However, I object to the unprecedented process in which the County Council generated this

appropriation ordinance. Responsible budgeting, appropriation, and expenditure of public
funds requires a cooperative effort on behalf of all elected officials. Particularly in these
difficult economic times, the collaborative process of the past is crucial to continue to
prudently manage the County's resources and wisely balance the competing demands for
these resources. Consistent with the spirit of the County Charter, the accepted practice of
the Executive branch generating appropriation ordinances allows a review of competing
demands for these resources, an analysis of the most efficient means by which the program
can be implemented, and verification of the availability of financial resources. In this light,
the actions by the County Council to unilaterally introduce appropriation ordinances is
troubling.

In the case of the attached ordinance, Norm Maleng and I have discussed the need for a
professional interviewer. Due to the current fiscal limitations on the Current Expense fund,
Mr. Maleng has agreed to absorb the cost of this position within existing budget authority.
