BE IT RESOL YED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SHORELINE, 
WASHINGTON AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. Pursuant to Chapter 35A.14 RCW the City Council of the City of 
Shoreline hereby finds and determines that the best interests and general welfare of the City 
would be served by the annexation to the City of certain unincorporated territory contiguous to 
the CitY bounded by NE 205th St., 30th Ave NE, the boundaries of the proposed Lake Forest 
Park annexation initiated through Lake Forest Park Resolution No. 517, the Lake Forest Park 
City Limits, the boundaries of the proposed Lake Forest Park annexation initiated through Lake 
Forest Park Resolution No. 516, and the Shoreline City Limits.
