BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY:

NEW SECTION. SECTION 1. There is hereby created a new title in the King

County Code entitled Land Segregation. |
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NEW SECTION. SECTION 2. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:
The purpose of this title is to:
| A. Establish the authority and procedures for segregating-land in King County.
B. Define and reg’ulaté divisions of land that are exempt ffom the short subdivision -
or subdivision requirements.
C. Insure consistency with and implement the King County Comprehensive Plan

as amended in accordance with the Washington State Growth Management Act; RCW

36.70A.120.

D. Require uniform monumenting of land subidivisions and gOnveyance by
accurate legal description.

E. Protect and preserve the public health, safety and general weifare in accordance
wiih the standards established by King County and the state of Washington.

F. Insure consistency with chapter 58.17 RCW.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 3. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new. section to read as follows:
~ Acre. Acre: an area of land equal to forty-three thousand, five hundred sixty

square feet.

-NEW SECTION. SECTION 4. There is hereby added to the King County Code a-
new section to read as follows:
Alteration. Alteration: the modification of a previously recorded plat, short plat,

binding site plan, or any portion thereof, that results in modifications to conditions of
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approval, the addition of new lots or more land, or the deletion of existing lots or the

removal of plat or lot restrictions or dedications that are shown on the recorded plat.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 5. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows: | -

Applicant. Applicant: a property owﬁer, or a public agency or public or private
utility fhat o§vns a right-of-way or other easement or has been adjudicated the right to such
easement pursuanf to RCW 8.12.090, dr any person or entity designated or named in
writing by the property or easement owner to be the applicant, in an application for a
development proposal, permit or approval.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 6. There is hereby added to the King County Codé a

new section to read as follows:
Binding site plan. Binding site plan: a plan drawn to scale processed in
accordance with séctions 68 through 73 of this ordinance and chapter 58.17 RCW.

Building envelope. Building envelope: the area of a lot that delineates the limits of

where ébuilding may be placed on a lot.

Building site. Building site: a parcel, consisting of one. of more lots or portions
thereof, that is capable of being developed under current federal, state, and loéal statutes,

including: zoning and use provisions, dimensional standards, minimum lot area for
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construction, minimum lot width, shoreline master program provisions, sensitive area
provisions, health and safety provisions. -

NEW SECTION. SECTION 9. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:

Civil engineer. Civil engineer: an individual registered and licensed as a

'professional civil engineer pursuant to chapter 18.43 RCW.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 10. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new section to read as follows: | |

Engineered preliminary drainage plan. Engineered preliminary drainage plan: a
preliminary plan, consistent with the King County Surface Water Desi gn Manual, that
shows the locatiéns, types and approximate sizes of the ‘prvop'osed drainage and conveyance
féciiities, incvluding any required bioswales, wetponds or other water quality facilities.

'NEW SECTION. SECTION 11. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:

Condominium. Condominium: real property, portions of which are desi'gnatéd for
separate ownership and the remainder of which is designated for common ownérship
solely by the owners of those portions as defined in chapters 64.32 and 64.34 RCW. Real

property is not a condominium unless the undivided interests in the common elements are

vested in the unit owners and unless a declaration, survey map and plans have been

final plat, short plat or binding site plan showing the dedication thereon or quit claim deed.
The acceptance by the public shall be evidenced by the approval of such plat, short plat,
binding site plan or quit claim deed for filing by the count‘y.

new section to read ds follows:
Department. Department: the King County department of development and
environmental services.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 14. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:
Development engineer. Development engineer: the director of the department of

development and environmental services or his or her designee, authorized to oversee the

review, conditioning, inspection and acceptance of ri ght-of-wéy_ use permits, road and

drainage projects constructed pursuant to permits administered by the department and
required pursuant to this title. The designee shall be a professional civil engineer
registered and licensed pursuant to chapter 18.43 RCW.

land segregation. Any segregation of land is subject to the provisions of this title except as

 stated herein.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 37. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new section to read as follows: |
Adverse possession lawsuit. Applications for segregation allowed by this title

concerning lands on which there is a pending lawsuit for adverse possession will not
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receive final approval without the consent of the adverse possession claimant or until a

trial court judgment settling the lawsuit is entered.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 38. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new sectjon to read as follows: 7 -

Transfer of land of granting of an easement to a public agency. The transfer of land

_ or granting of an easement to a public agency for road and utility purposes shall not be

considered a segregation of land.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 39. There is hereby added to the King Couhty Code a
new section to read as follows: o

Exemptions. The subdivision and short subdivision provisions of this title shall not
apply to:

A. Divisions of lands for cemeteries and other burial plots while used for that
pﬁrpose.

- B. Divisions of land into lots or tracts each one of which is one-sixteenth of a
section of land or larger, or forty acres or larger if the land is not capable of descripﬁon as
a fraction of a section of land; provided, that for puprses of computing the size df alot
t_hat erders on a street or road, the lot size shall be expanded t(')-incllude that area that
would bé bounded by the center line of the road or street and the side lot lines of the lot
running perpendicular to such cehter line and further provided that within the resourée |
zones, each lot or tract shall be of a size that meets the minimum lot size requirements of

K.C.C. 21A.12.040.A for the respective zone.
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C. Divisioﬁs of land into lots or tracts that are one-one hundred twenty-eighth of a
section, or five acres or larger only for the purpose of allowing fee simple purchase or
deeding of such lots or tracts to public agencies.

D. Divisions of land made by testamentary provisions orlaws of descent.

E. Divisions of land into lots or tracts consistent with RCW 58.17.040(7), for
which a condominium binding site plan has béén recorded in accordance with the binding
site plan provisions set forth in this title. |

F. An adjustment of boundéry lines in accordance with the provisions of this title.

G. Divisions of land for the purpose of lease when no residential structures other
than mobile homes are permitted to be placed upon the land and for which a binding site
plan for the use of the land as a mobile home park has been approved by the director.

H. Divisions of land by binding site plan into lots or tracts classified for industrial
or commercial use bonsistent with the binding site plén provisions of this title.

1. Divisions of land by a public roadway or freeway, as defined by the King
County Roadway‘Functional Classification System, that is planned, established, financed

and constructed by a state or COunty agency after the effective date of this ordinance.

NEW SECTION. SECTION' 40. There is hereby added to the King Coﬁnty Code_
a neW section to read és follows:

Reéording map and legal descﬁptioné. The final recording map and legal
description of a plat, short plat, boundary line adjustment or bindjng site i)lan Shall be
prepared by a land surveyor in accordance with chapter 58.09 RCW and chapter 332-130
WAC, Surveys and Recording, and be recorded with the county office of records and

elections as required by this title.

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a. For the raising of agricultural crops or livestock, in parcels greater than ten
acres, between September 3, 1948, and August 11, 1969;

b. For ce.me_terie.s or other burial plots, while used for that purpose, on or after
August 11, 1969; | | -

c. At asize five acres or greater, recorded between August 11, 1969, and

-October 1, 1972, and did not contain a dedication;

d. Af a size twenty acres or greater, recognized prior to the effective date of this
title provided, however, for reﬁnant lots not less thaﬁ seventeen acres and no more thah
one per quarter séction;

e. Upon a court order entered between Au gust- 11, 1969, to July 1, 1974;

f. Through testamentary provisions or the laws of descent after August 10,

- 1969;

g. Through an assessor’s plat made in accordance with RCW 58.18.010 after
August 10, 1969; |

h. As aresult of deeding land_to a public body after April 3; 19717, and that is
consisteﬁt with King Coﬁﬂty zoning code, access-and board of hcalth_ requirements so as to-
qualify as a building sité pursuaﬁf to section 8 of this ordinance; or

| i, By a partial fulfillment deed pursuant to a real estate contract recorded prior
to October 1, 1972, and no more than four lots were created per the deed.
B. In requesting a determination, the property owner shall submit evidence,

deemed acceptable to the department, such as:

1. Recorded subdivisions or division of land into four lots or less;

2. King County documénts indicating approval of a short Subdivision;
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3. Recorded deeds or contracts describing the lot or lots either individually or as
part of a conjunctive legal description (e.g. Lot 1 and Lot 2); or
4. Historic tax records or other similar evidence, describing the lot as an

individual parcel. The department shall give great weight to the existence of historic tax

© records or tax parcels in making its determination.

C. Once the department has determined that the lot was legally created, the

‘department shall continue to acknowledge the lot as such, unless the property owner re-

aggregates or merges the lot with another lot or lots in order to:
1. Create a parcel of 1and that would qualify as a building site, or
‘2. Implement a deed restrigtionlor conditibn, a covenant or court decision.
D. The department’s determination shall not be construed as a guarantee that the
lot constitutes a building site as définedvin section 8 of this ordinance.
E. Reaggregation of lots after the effective date of this ordinance shall only be the
result of a deliberate actién by a property owner expressly requesting a

permanent merger of two or more lots.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 43. There ié hereby added to the King County Code a
new section to read as follows: |

Removingllimjtations on nonbuilding lots. Limitations placed on a nonbuilding lot
may be removed and the lot recognized by King County as a building lot by approval of a
subdivision, short subdivisiqn, binding site plan or alteration of a plai, short plat or binding

site plan.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 44. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:
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Determining innocent purchaser status. A. An innocent purchasér of a parcel
divided in violation of King County subdivision requiremenfs who files a notarized
affidavit of innocent purchase with the department on forms approved by the director may
seek to establish the parcel’s eligibility for county developmen't approvals and for lawful
future conveyance; provided that nothing herein is intended to exempt development on
innocent purchasef lots from compliance with development standards of the county’s
zoning code. |

B. All contiguous parcels divided in violation of this title that are under common
ownérship at the time of application for innocent purchésef status shall be recognized only
as a single lot.

C. Innocent purchaser status shall not be granted to any individual or group more

than once.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 45. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new section to read as fol]ows: |

Public street rights-of-way. Dedication or deeding to the county of right-of-way or
a portion thereof for public streets shall be reduired within or éloh’g .the boundaries of all
bihding site plans, subdivisions and short subdivisions or of any lot or lots within theni,

under the following circumstances, where facts support that such dedication is reasonably

~ necessary as a‘result of the impact created by the proposed development:

A. Where the six-year capital improvement plan or transportation needs report
indicates the necessity of a new right-of-way or portion thereof for street purposes;
B. Where necessary to extend or to complete the existing or future neighborhood

street pattern;
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C. Where necessary to provide additions of right-of-way to existing county right-
of-way;

D. Where necessary to comply with county road standards and King County road
plans; -

E. Where necessafy to provide a public transportation system thaf supports future
development of ébuttin g property consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan or
King County zoning code, provided that the r1 ght—of—way shall:

1. Provide for vehicular and pedestrian éirculation within and between -
neighborhoods;
2. Provide local traffic alternatives to the use of arterial streets; and

3. Reduce potential traffic impacts to existing residential access streets.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 46. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

~ new section to read as follows:

Limitations within future road corridors. In order to allow for the development of
future road corridors that would complete the public circulation Systém or that would
provide a éole source of access for an ébuttihg property, the céunty may limit
improvements within specific areas of a proposed binding sife plan, subdivision or short
squivision. These limitations may preclude the construction of buildings, driveways,

drainage facilities or other improvements within the specified areas.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 47. There is hereby added to the King County Code a
new section to read as follows:
Affidavit of correction. A. Any map page or document on file with the records

and elections division under the provisions of this title that contains an error in fact or
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© Omission may be amended by an affidavit of correction. The following types of errors may

be corrected by affidavit:
1. Any courses, distances or elevations omi'tted from the recorded»docum_ent;
2. An error in any courses, distances or elevations shown on the recorded
document;
3. An error in the description of the real property shown on the recorded
document;
4. An error in the field location of any shown easeinent; or
5. Any other error or omission where the error or omission is ascertainable from
the data shown on the recorded document.
B. Nothing in this section shall be construed to permit changes in courses,
distances or elevations for the purpose of redesigning lot or tract configurations.
C. The affidavit of correction shall contain the seal and signature of the'land
surveyor making the correction.

D. The affidavit of correction shall set forth in deftajl the corrections made and

“show the names of the present fee owners of the property matérial]y affected by the

correction. The notarized signatures of fhe owners shall be required, if deemed necessary
by the dep’artment. ,

E. The affidavit of correction form, as provided by the department, shall bé
submitted to the department for review and approyal and shall include si gnatures of the
development engineer, the director of the department, the King County assessor and the

manager of the King County division of records and elections. After department approval,
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the affidavit shall be recorded with the records and elections division. Submittals shall
include payment of fees as authorized by K.C.C. Title 27. .

F. Should a nonsurvey-related error o'ccur on the recorded document as a result of
information required to be placed on the document by the department, the depaﬁment’s
respdnsible land surveyor'may prepare the affidavit providing the original land surveyor 7'
has no objections.

B. Changes td a building permit, planned unjt develo;;nient, subdivision or short
subdivision, site development permit within a binding site plan area shall also require
alteration of the binding site plan unless the directér determines that such chan ges: are

consistent with the approved binding site plan.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 74. There is hereby added to the King Couhty Code a
new séction to read as follows: | |
Vacations. A. Vacation of a binding site plan shall be accomplished by following

the same procedure and satisfying the same laws, rules and conditions as required for a
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newrbinding site plan application, as set forth in this chapter. If a portion of a binding site
plan is vacated, the property subject to the vacated portion shall constitute one lot unless
the property is subsequently divided by an approved subdivisien or short subdivision or
another binding site plan. -

B. If a building pérmit or commercial site development permit is revised or |
expires, then the binding site plan shall be vacated unless the director determines that the
revision or expiration is consistent with the approved binding site plan.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 75. There is hereby added to the King County Code a

new section to read as follows:

Recording. A. Plat certificates or owner’s duplicate certificates rfor registered land
pursuant to chapter 65.12 RCW shall be provided to the department by the owner along
with a copy of the last re.al estate transaction for all adjoining unplatted parcels.

B. Prior to recording, the approved binding site plan shall be surveyed and the final
recording fo‘rmsb shall be prepared ld_y a land surveyor. A final binding site plan shail be
prepared on forms eighteen inches by twenty-four inches in size, allowing fer a two-inch
border on one of the ei ghteen-ineh sides, to allow fOr binding,' and one-half-inch borders
on the other three sides. The two-inch border will typically be on the'top or left side
dependin g on the configuration of the drawing. |

C. The approved binding site plan recording documents shall include the
following:

1. Except for a binding site plan for a condominium, identification of lots by
number on a binding site plan containing more than orie lot. Tracts shall be similérly

designated and each tract shall be clearly identified with the ownership and purpose;
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2. Signature and stamp of the land surveyor who prepared the binding site plan in
accordance withr chapter 332-130 WAC and chapter 58.09 RCW;
3. Reference to the recording number of the completed survey if the boundaries
have been previously surveyed; ' -
4. Reference to all agreements or covenaﬁts required as a condition of approval;
5. Notarized signatures of all parties having an ownership interest in thé land
being divided; | |
6. Satisfaction of health department requirements, unless previously approved on
a recorded finﬂ planned unit development, a building permit, an as-built plan for
developed sites or a site development permit for the entire site;
7. Apbroval of the King County development engineer;
8. Approval of the King County office of finance;
9. Approval of the King County assessor;
10. Approval of the directOr;
11. Recording certificate required for signature of King County records and
elections division; and B
12. Departrﬁent file number.

- D. A deposit to cover anticipated taxes and assessments isvrrequired for bjhding site
plans pursuant to chapter -58.08 RCW. The applicant shall be requiredr to provide
éertifioation from the King County office of finance that property taxes for the subject
property are not 'delinquentbprior to issuance of a final approval. H

E. Lots, parcels or tracts created through the binding site plan procedure shall be

legal lots of record. All provisions,'conditions and requirements of the binding site plan
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shall be legally enforceable on the purchaser or any other person acquiring a lease or other
ownership interest of any lot, parcel, or tract created pursuant to the binding site plan.

F. No person shall sell, transfer or lease of any lot, tract or parcel created pu'rsuant_
to the binding site plan that does not conform to the requirements-of the bin.din g site plan
or without binding site plan approval.

G. The binding site plan shall set forth limitations ahd conditions, including
irrevocable dedications of property and containing a provision that any development of the
site sﬁall be in conformity with the approved binding site plan.

NEW SECTION. SECTION 76. There is her’eby-added to the King' County Code

a new section to read as follows:
Purpose. The purpose of this chapter is to provide for review of a condominium
survey map and plans for the precision and accuracy of the exterior boundary and legal

description of the subject property, as shown on the final map.

NEW SECTION . SECTION 77. There is hereby added to thé King County Code
a new section to read as follows: | ,

Final subnﬁttal requiréments. The folloWing shall be submitted for approval of a
condominium proposal:

A. Two sets of prints of the final recording maps prepared in aécdrdance with |
RCW 64.34.232;

B. Legal Description from title report dated within thirty days prior to recordiﬁ g

C. Boundary closure calculations and supporting surveys; and

D. Copy of last real estate transaction for all adjoining unplatted parcels.
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
