(The land area recommended for PBRS enrollment is the entire parcel less the excluded area,
which is what has been calculated by DNR. In the event the County Assessor's offcial parcel
size is revised, the PBRS acreage shall be administratively adjusted to reflect that change.)

2. Timely application was made to King County for PBRS program 
current use valuation of the

propert to begin in 2012. Notice of the application was given as required by law.

3. Except as modified herein, the facts set forth in the DNR Preliminar Rep9rt and testimony in

the May i 8, 2011, public hearing are found correct and are incorporated herein by reference.
Copies of the deparent report wil be provided with the copies of this report submitted to the
Metropolitan King County CounciL.

4. Award under all categories is contingent upon submittal of a resource restoration plan that
addresses the control and removal of invasive species and replacement with native vegetation by
September 1, 2011, and approval by November 1, 2011. Such plan is mandatory for the
propert to qualify as credited open space. Failure to qualify under the resource restoration
category would preclude the propert from enrollment in the PBRS program at present due to
lack of eligibilty under any other resource categories.

5. Subject to the above-noted contingency, the propert contains priority open space resources and

is eligible for a total award of23 points under the King County Public Benefit Rating System.
The resulting current use valuation therefore would be 20% ofinarket value for 3.58 acres of the
propert.

CONCLUSION:

1. Subject to the above-noted contingency, approval of curent use valuation of 20% of market

value for 3.58 acres of the propert pursuant to the Public Benefit Rating System adopted by
Chapter 20.36 KCC would be consistent with the purposes and intent of King County to
maintain, preserve, conserve and otherwise continue in existence adequate open space lands and
to assure the use and enjoyment of natural resources and scenic beauty for the economic and
social well-being of King County and its citizens.

RECOMMNDATION:

APPROVE current use valuation of 20% of market value for 3.58 acres of the propert, subject to the

conditions recommended in the DNR report and the above-noted contingency.

Current use valuation shall be subject to all terms and conditions ofRCW Chapter 84.34 and KCC
Chapter 20.36, as may be amended from time to time, andall regulations and rules duly adopted to
implement state law and county ordinances pertaining to current use valuation.

NOTICE OF RIGHT TO APPEAL
AN ADDITIONAL ACTION REQUID

In order to appeal the recommendation of the Examiner, written notice of appeal must be fied with the
Clerk of the King County Council with a fee of $250.00 (check payable to King County Offce of
Finance) on or before June 9, 2011. If a notice of appeal is filed, the original and two copies of a
written appeal statement specifYing the basis for the appeal and arguent in support of the appeal must
be fied with the Clerk of the King County Council on or before June 16,2011. Appeal statements may
refer only to facts contained in the hearing record; new facts may not be presented on appeaL.

Filng requires actual delivery to the Office of the Clerk of the Còuncil, Room 1200, King County
Courhouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, Washington 98104, prior to the close of business (4:30 p.m.) on
the date due. Prior mailing is not sufficient if actual receipt by the Clerk does not occur within the
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applicable time period. The Examirier does not have authority to extend the time period unless the Offce
of the Clerk is not open on the specified closing date, in which event delivery prior to the close of
business on the .next business day is suffcient to meet the fiing requirement.

If a written notice of appeal and filing fee are not fied within l4 days calendar days of the date of this
report, or if a written appeal statement and argument are not fied within 21 calendar days of the date of
this report, the Clerk of the Council shall place a proposed ordinance which implements the Examiner's
recommended action on the agenda of the next available Council meeting. At that meeting, the Council
may adopt the Examiner's recommendation, may defer action, may refer the matter to a Council
committee, or may remand to the Examiner for furter hearing or furter consideration.

Action of the Council iS finaL. The action of the Council on a recommendation of the Examiner shall be
final and conclusive unless within 21 days from the date ofthe action an aggrieved par or person
applies for a writ of certiorari from the Superior Court in and for the County of King, State of
Washington, for the purpose of review of the action taken.
