2 A MOTION recommending the expansion
3 of the Car-Per-Officer Program in the
4 Department of Public Safety

5 WHEREAS, six years ago the County Council initiated the

6 Car-Per-Officer (CPO) program in the Department of Public

7 Safety, and

8 WHEREAS, this program assigned each patrol officer and

9 detective an individual police vehicle to commute to and from

10 work, and

11 WHEREAS, the CPO program is now fully implemented in all

12 county police precincts, and
13 WHEREAS, a significant increase in off-duty officer
14 responses to calls-for-service has been generated by this
15 program, effectively generating additional patrol time at a
16 fraction of the cost of hiring additional officers, and
17 WHEREAS, call-for-service response times at shift change

18 have been dramatically reduced because CPO has provided much

19 greater scheduling flexibility, allowing overlapping coverage

20 during shift changes, and
21 WHEREAS, the Fleet Management Division has reported that

22 CPO has substantially reduced the cost of maintaining patrol
23 vehicles because officers are personally responsible for the
24 condition of their vehicle, and
25 WHEREAS, the CPO program has provided a significant return

26 on the county's investment in this program by reducing vehicle
27 maintenance costs and increasing officer patrol time, and
28 WHEREAS, additional increases in officer patrol time could
29 be obtained by permitting officers to use their vehicles while
30 off-duty, and
3 i WHEREAS, a number of police departments throughout the

32 country have demonstrated that off-duty vehicle use can be

33 implemented safely and at little additional cost while
34 providing a substantial benefit to taxpayers, and
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1 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT MOVED by the Council of King County:

2 The county executive is hereby directed to include

3 sufficient funds in the 1993 Proposed Public Safety Budget for

4 the implementation of a policy that allows patrol officers to
