1. DEFINtTIONS , 

' .. 

Right of Way. The term IIRight of Hay" shall be understoocl to in---_. ---:.-::----
clude any an~ every road, street, aven~e, alley or other puhlic place 
designated or specified in this franchise in, upon, under, over, 
across and along Wllich rights are, or are intended to be, vested in 
the Grantee, its successors and assigns under and by virtue of this 
franc;:hise. 

Director. The terra "Director" shall be understood to mean the 
Chief Executive of King County Dept. of Public TJarks, Utilities and 
Transportation. 

Council. The term "Council" shall be understood to refer in all 
cases to the King County Council, hereinafter called the "Council," 
acting in its official capacity. 

2. ACCEPTANCE BY GRANTEE OF TERNS AND CONDITIONS 

Grantee shall be deemed to have abandoned and forfeited all of 
the rights, privileges and authority hereby granted, unless within 
thirty (30) days ·from the date hereof it shall file wi th the Council 
its written acceptance of this franchise, subject to all of the 
terms, conditions, stipulations and obligati6ns herein contained and 
imposed, and in case the. Grantee shall fail s6 to do within the time 
aforesaid, this franchise shall be null and v1id and of no effect. 

3. NON - EXCLUS IVE FPJ\NCHI SE 

This franchise shall not be deemed or held to be an exclusive 
franchiie, and shall not in any manner prohibit the Council from . 
granting other and further franchises of any kind or character that 
they may deem proper in, upon, under, over, across and along any 
right of I'ray wi thin the area described herein, and. this franchise 
shall in no way prohibit or prevent the public from using any such 
right of way, or affett the jurisdiction of King County over such 
rights of way, or any part thereof, or their power to make all nec­
essary improvements, repairs or changes therein. 

4. JURISDICTION 

This document shall not be construed by Grantee, or any other 
person, p~rsons or corpoiations, as a ~arranty of title or title of 
any interest in county roads and rights of Hay, but it is intended 
to convey such rights and interest only as to those roads and rights 
of 1'lay in which King County has an actual interest. 

Whenever any of the county roads, rights of ,-ray or other county 
'property as designated in this franchise~ by ~eason of the subsequent 
incorporation of any t01m or ci ty, or extension of the linli ts of any 
town or city, shall fall within the city or town limits, this fran­
chise shall continue in force and effect only as to all county roads, 
rights of way or other ~ounty pro~erty not so included in the city or 
town limi ts .. 

s. VACATION 

If at any time the County of King shall vacate any county road, 
rigl1ts of way or other county property which is subject to rights 
gran ted by this franchise the County of King shall not be: liable for 
any damages or loss to the Grantee by reason of such vacation.

Before ~ny work is performed under each work per~it, the Grantee 
shall establish two.or more reference marks to all ~onuments and 
markers of every nature relating to subdivisions, plats, rigl1t of way 
and all other surveys if there is any possibility that the Grantee 
may disturb such monuments or markers ~uring construction. The ref­
erence points shall be so located that they will not be disturbed 
during the Grantee's operations under said permit. The method of 
referencing these monuments or other points to be referenced shall 
be approved by the Director before placement .. The replacement of all 
such monuments or markers disturbed ~uiing construction shall be made 
as expeditiously as conditions permi~ and as directed by the Director. 
The cost of monuments or other markers lost, destroyed, or disturbed 
and the expense of replacement by approved monuments shall be borne 
by the Grantee. 

12. BLASTING REQUIREMENTS I

'The laying, construction, maintenance a~d'operation of the said 
Grantee's systeIn of lines and facilities granted under this franchise 
shall not preclude King County, its accredited agents, or its contrac-· 
tors,from blasting; grading, or doing other necessary road work con­
tiguous to the said Grantee!s lines and facilities, provided that the 
Grantee shall have seventy-two (72) hours notice of said blasting or 
excaviting in order that said Grantee may protect its lines, facil­
ities and property. 

13. SAFETY LIGHTS AND WARNING DEVICES 

In the laying and stringing of transmission and/or distribution 
lines, the opening of trenches and 'the tunneling under of rights of 
way or other county property, the installation of p6les or other 
above ground equipment, or the €onstruction of any other:- facilities, 
hereunder, the Grantee shall leave such trenches, ditches, and tun­
nels, poles and equipment in such a way as to interfere as little as 
practical 'Hi th public travel and sha-ll take all due and neces sary 
precautions to guard the same, so that damage or .. injury to any persons 
or property shall not occur or arise by reason of, such 1,.;ark; and 1'There 
any of such above ground ,vork sites are exposed or trenches, ditches 
or tunnels are left open at night, the Grantee shall place warning 
lights and barricades at such positions to give adequate warning of 
such work. All warning devices shall conform IITi th any applicable 
state, federal, or county minimum standards, cocles, andreguiations" 
The Grantee shall be liable for any injurj to person or persons or 
damage to property sustained through its carelessness or neglect, or 
through any failure or neglect to properly guard or give warning of 
any trenches, ditches; tunnels or other hazards dug or maintained 
by the Grantee. 

14. DAMAGE CLAHIS 

The Grantee, its successors and assigns, shall indemnify the 
County of King an~ save it harmless from any and all loss, damage or 

,liability by reason of injury or damage to the person or property of 
another caused by or resulting from the construction, maintenance or 
operation of said line or lines of poles and \vires·; provided in the 
event a,ny suit or action is brought against the County based upon or 
growing out of any such injury or damage to the person or ptoperty 
of another, tIle County shall give written notice of such suit or

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and uses under this franchise ~hicl1 are consistent with economical and 
efficient service rendered in the public interest. If any provision 
of this franchise, or its application is determined to be invalid by 
a court of law then the remaining provisions of tIle franchise shall , 
subsist and remain valid, unless the do!ninant purpose of the franchise 
or the public interest therein is thwarted thereby.
