8 II WHEREAS, the director of the department of public works has determined tha 

9 II said petition has been signed by owners of an aggregate amount of the majority 

10 II of the linear frontage upon the improvement to be made, and of an aggregate 

11 II amount of the majority of the area within the limits of the assessment district 

12 II to be created therefor, and that the improvement appears to be feasible, and 

13 that the benefits appear to exceed the cost of the improvement, and 

14 WHEREAS, it is hereby found that said petition is sufficient and that the 

15 II proposed district is sufficiently developed; 

16 II NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT MOVED by the Council of King County: 

17 A. It is the intention of the council to establish, pursuant to the afore 

18 II said petition and pursuant to Chapter 36.88 RCW, a road improvement district in 

19 II King County to be known and designated as "King County Road Improvement Distric 

20 II No. 104" (hereinafter IIRID 104 11 
) . It is intended that RID 104 shall include al

10 II based on a King County office of finance fee of $5.00 per account to be assesse 

11 II the first year, a King County department of public works fee of $1.50 per 

12 Ii account per year and a Seattle City light fee of $3.75 per month per light. Th 

13 final amount of said costs and expense to be borne by said property owners will 

14 be determined each year, will be assessed against the benefited private propert
