30 II WHEREAS, other recent developments such as the engineering 

JIll study of the existing view park garage, the equipment 

32 II replacement study, the backfill space plan and the demands to 

33 II complete shelled-in spaces highlight poterltial additional 
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1 II facility demands at Harborview Medical center not yet included 

2 II in the six-year capital improvement plan, and 

3 II WHEREAS, the King County council wishes to provide close 

4 II direction in cooperation with the Harborview Medical Center 

5 II Board in updating the long-range capital improvement plan, and 

6 II WHEREAS, a process to update the Harborview Medical Center 

7 II long-range capital improvement plan is needed in order to 

8 II identify capital needs and develop support for funding 

9 II proposals to address the needs in a timely way; and 

10 II WHEREAS, the county health department and the· community-

11 II based health clinic system has experienced growth in demand for 

12 II services which has implications for capital needs, and 

13 II '~HEREAS, the 1987 bond issue provided funding for four new 

14 II public health centers in the Eastgate, Federal Way and 

15 II Northshore public health districts and the Columbia Health 

16 II Center in Seattle, including the co-location of a community 

17 II clinic at one health center, but did not address the need for 

18 II new facilities in other public health districts in Renton,

24 II NOW, THEREFORE BE IT MOVED by the Council of King county: 

25 II 1. The King County council hereby establishes the Public 

26 II Health Facilities Task Force. 

27 II 2. The Public Health Facilities Task Force shall be 

28 II comprised of the County Executive, a councilmember appointed by 

29 II the Chair of the Council and a member of the Harborview Medical 

30 II Center Board of Trustees. 

31 II 3. The Task Force shall be responsible for:

4. The Harborview Bond oversight committee augmented by 

Harborview Management Staff and the County Facilities 

Management Manager shall function in an advisory and staff

16 II update of the Harborview long-range capital improvement plan 

17 II shall continue to be the Medical Center and lead responsibility 

18 II for the update of the health department operating master plan 

19 II shall be the health department and lead responsibility for the

21 II department in conjunction with the office of capital planning
