A MOTION requesting the Hearing Examiner to conduct a hearing
to consider the reclassification of a parcel of property located in the
Newcastle Community Planning Area.

WHEREAS, palféel 1524059022 is located in the Newcastl;e Community Planning Area;
and |

WHEREAS, pursﬁant to the Newcastle Community Plan, parcel 1524059022 was zoned
RS 7200 (Potentigl RD 3600); and |

WHEREAS, in 1982 this property achieved its potential zoning, subject to conditions‘(RD
3600;P); and |

WHEREAS, in 1995 King County ;dopted K.C.C. Title 21A as its new zoning code énd
accordingly converted the zoning of all properties located in unincorporated King County; and

WHEREAS, the zoning for parcel 1524059022 was converted to R-12-P; and

WHEREAS, in 1997 King County completed the zoning conversion process, and all
existing p-suffix conditions were either fepealed? replaced or retained; and

WHEREAS, the p-suffix conditién attached to parcel 1524059022 was retained; and

WHEREAS, one of the p-suffix conditions restricts construction of buildings fronting
Newport Way to be no more than 15 feet above the grade of the road or no greater than the height
of the adjacent duplex development to the east; and

WHEREAS, K.C.C. 21A.12.030 permits a base height of 60 feet for development in the R-

12 zone; and
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WHEREAS, King County Comprehensive Plan policy U-507 encourages innovative,
quality infill and redevelopment in existing urban areas through a variety of regulatory, incentive
and program strategies, one of which includes greater regulatory flexibility;
