AN ORDI!IANCE of the County Council of Kinr Countv,
Washinmton providinem for the nerformance of
certain duties and functions by County officers
in connection with the issuance of bondés by tne
County and political subdivisions or municinal
cornoratlons therein and adopting a County seal
for County bonds.
WHEREAS, King County has authorized and will from
time to time hereafter authorize and issue bonds of King County,
and it .1s necessary to provide for the performance of functions
required for the issuance and payment of such bonds consistent
with Section 860 of the Charter of King County and to provide
for the performance of functions reqguired of County officers for
the issuance and payment of bonds issued by other pdliiical sub-
divisions or municipal corporations of the state located within
the County;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Councill of King

County, Washington as follows:

Section 1. Bonds issued by King County shall be signed

by the County Executive and attested by the Clerk of the Council,
and wherever reference is made in’'general law to the execution

or attestation of bonds by the Clerk of the Board of County

‘Commissioners, such reference shall be deemed to apply)totthe

Clerx of the County Council and such function shall be performed
by the Clerk of the County Council. Sipgnatures may be elther
manual or-facsimile as specified in the ordinance authorizing the
issuance and sale of such bonds.

Section 2. The Director of the Department of Finance
of Kinr County shall perform the duties specified by rmeneral law
to be performed by the Treasurer of Kinpg County in connection with
the issuance, sale, delivery and payment of bonds of the Coqnty
or bonds of nolitical subdivisions or munlcinal cornoratlons
of -the state located within tne County3land the Director of
Finance shall be by virtue of his office "the Treasurcr of Kinem

County" and shall perform all other functions pnrescribed by
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ﬁéhernl law to be per}armcdvby the Trecasurcr of Lﬁé County unless
otacrwise snecificd by the Charter or by ordinance dulyv adonted
pursuant to the Charter,
Secetion 3. The form of scal impressed hercon is hcrcby
~adopted as thc secal of Kinp, County and shall be used on all
bonds of the County and such other County documents as may be
prescribed by ordinance of the County pursuant to the Charter.
Wherever in gceneral law reference is made to the "Seal of ?he
Board of County Commissioners', same shall be deemed to refer
to the Seal of King County provided and impressed'herein. The
Clerik of fhe Council shall have the custody of the Seal of the

County.
