(a) Agricultural Districts and Agricultural Lands of County

Significance may be established as focal areas for County agricul

tural programs.

(b) Areas of the County which contain prime agricultural

soils, land being farmed, and lands under the Current Use Taxation

Program may be designated by the Council as Aariciiltural Districts;

and in addition, specific lands within these districts, which

meet the criteria set forth in Attachment F, and commercial

food-p~oducing horticultural farm lands may ~be designated as

Agricultural Lands of County Significance. - -

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ATTACHMENT F

CRITERIA FOR IDENTIFICATION OF AGRICULTURAL
LAND OF COUNTY SIGNIRICANCE -

Within King County Agricultural District ((e~y)) lands which do
not meet all of the following criteria shall be designated as
Agricultural Lands of County Significance: -

1. Lands containing Class IV through Class VIII soils except
for those lands containing Class IV soils currentl’f being
farmed and cont-iguous to Class II and III soils; and

2. Wooded lands - lands that contain established brush or tree
cover or swampland as of Jul~ 1976; and -

3. Lands in urban uses — Lands containing Class II and III soil~
which have been developed and/or covered by fill material
since the SCS 1972 soils survey. This criterion includes
golf courSes and parks, if developed and in use; and

4. Lands which have urban level sewer and/or water lines in
• place and whe~e either: - -

(a) indebtedness has been incurred by abutting property
• owners, or - - -

(b) indebtedness has not been incurred but a local service
agency.is authorized to provide service and no local
government approval is required to c~nnect to a Metro
interceptor; and -

Physical parcels of less than 20 acres - land which has been
physically divided by constructionofroadsor a combination
of roads and a natural separator such as a river into parcels
smaller than 20 acres in size; and - - -

Inclusions of less than 40 acres — Parcels of land which have
not already been eliminated, are smaller than 40 acres in size,
and are separated from other designated significant lands
((~-a~)) . - •

nation. Appeals involving uncontested facts shall be submitted

directly to the Council for action by the Office of Agriculture.

Cd) Owners of land designated as part of a King County

agricultural district may appeal to the King County Cquncil for

the purpose of contesting the appropriateness of the designation.

Such appeals shall be submitted in writing to the King County

office of agriculture and shall be heard by the King County

Council and shall be commenced within one hundred twenty days of

the effective date of any ordinance approving such designation.
