SECTION 1. A. Sectibn 5 of this ordinance propbses changes in fees for surface
parking lots and for other county parking facilities.

B. The service charges in section 5 of this ordinance are assessed under K.C.C.
2.99.030.

SECTION 2. Ordinance 8753, Section 4; as amended, and K.C.C. 3.32.005 are
each hereby amended to read as follows:

Location. County automotive parking facilities shall refer to the parking spaces
found in the following areas: |

A. County automotive center, 5th and J efferson.

B. County courthouse, 3rd and James.

C. County adult detention center, 5th and James.

- D. Open »sur.fac.e llots including the lot located at 5th and J efférson'((,—a@nd—eﬂ
E—Yesler Building)).
SECTION 3. Ordinance 12077, Section 16,_ and K.C.C. 3.32.010 are each hereby
amended to read as follows:

Administrative regulations. Administrative regulations adopted by the -

department of ((construction-and-facility management)) executive services shall include,

but not be limited to, the following subjects:
A. Identification of positions eligible for reserved and unreserved parking;
B. Regulation of after-hours and weekend parking; |
C. Enforcement procedures, including certification and monitoring of carpools

and the establishment of procedures for handling complaints;

D. Deéignation of the public parking area;

E. Prohibition of the resale of the parking stall assignment; and

F. Designation of reserved and unreserved parking areas.

SECTION 4. Ordinance 12077, Sec-tion 17, and K.C.C. 3.32.020 are each hereby
amended to read as follows:

Parking fees — general — method of payment — market survey.

A. All county employees and elected officials who ére assigned the regular use of
a parking stall, or who are authorized the use of available unassigned parking stalls on a
regular basis while engaged in county business, within any of the county;owned parking
facilities, shall pay parking fees as provided in this chapter. Parking fees shall not be
paid by the county on behalf of any individual employee or elected official who is
assigned the regular use ofa county parking stall regardless of whose vehicle that person
parks in the stall. Current county employees covered by existing collective bargaining
agreements shall be affected only in a manner consistent with state law. Any exemptions
to garage parking fees are subject to approval by council motion. A list of county
employees recommended for exemption and the reason for their exemption should be
presented annually by January 31st to the council fér approvai befor_e exemptions are
granted.

B. ((Methed-ofpayment:)) Such parking fees shall be paid through monthly
payroll deductions from the wages of the employee or elected official who is assigned the
regular use of the county parking stall regardless of whether that person is assigned the
use of a county-owned veilicle, assigned a vehicle provided at county expense, or uses a

privately-owned vehicle.

C. ((Optienalsurvey:)) The department of ((construction-and-faeility

~ management)) executive services, facilities management division may conduct a survey

of the monthly parking rates charged for public parking in lots of ten or more spaces
within the area bounded by Jackson Street on the éouth, Sixth Avenue on the east,
Columbia Street on the north and Second Avenue on the west.

SECTION 5. Ordinance 8753, Section 6, as amended, and K.C.lC. 3.32.045 are
each hereby amended to read as follows:

Parking rates ((-5th-and-Jefferson-publiec parking)) — daily — special events.

The ((parking)) rates for parking in county facilities and lots shall be as follows:

A. Daily parking:

-1 -2 hours $5.00
2 - 4 hours (($6:00)) $7.00

2. Evenings after 6 p.m. and all day Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays except
during special events: (($4-60)) $5.00.

B. ((Speei-ﬁl—eveﬂts—ra{es——eeﬂdiﬁéﬂs:)) Special events rates shall apply after 6

p.m. weekdays and all day Saturday, Sunday and legal holidays and shall apply during

those events designated in accordance with K.C.C. 3.32.010. Parking for special events
shall be provided in surface lots and in the county automotive center, provided that
county employees who pay for parking privileges in the automotive center shall be
exemptéd from payment of the special evént fee.

SECTION 6. Ordinance 12077, Section 18, as amended, and K.C.C. 3.32.055 are
cach hereby amended to read as follows:

Parking rates — ((parkingstalls)) monthly.

A. Monthly rates for parking stal]s in the King County automotive center, adult
detention center, courthouse, ((¥esler-Building;)) open surface parking lots, and bicycle
lockers shall be as follows:

The facilities ((mamtenanee)) management division of the department of

((construction-and facility-management)) exccutive services shall identify surface parkmg

lots for which it is reasonable and feasible to charge employees for monthly parkmg, and
to implement such charges. These surface parking lots are located at county facilities

outside the downtown Seattle metropolitan core and include, but are not limited to,
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district courts, health centers, alcohol treatment facilities, police precincts, youth service
centers and similar facilities.

B. For county employees with disabilities that make it difficult or impossible to
use public tfansit, and who display a disabled parking permit, the fee for covered parking.
shall be fifty percent of the normal rate. Employees with disabilities shall receive first
priority in the assignment of availab}e parking stalls.

C. Authorized second and third shift parking and interim use parking in the
automotive center shall be limited to floors fdur through seven. The executive will notify
second and third shift employees of the availability of escort service.

| SECTION 7. Ordinance 12077, Section 19, and K.C.C. 3.32.060 are each hereby
amended to read as follbws:

Penalties. The director of the department of ((constructionand-facility

management)) executive services is authorized to issue overtime parking citations and to

impound vehicles found to be in violation of any of the provisions of this chapter or the

regulations promulgated ((thereunder)) under this chapter. The director may rescind the

parking privilege of persons found to be in violation of this chapter or the regulations

promulgated ((thereunder)) under this qhapter.

SECTION 8. Ordinance 8753, Section 7, as amended, and K.C.C. 3.32.096_ are
each hereby amended to read as follows:

Parking fee revenues - disposition. All revenues derived from parking fees shall
be distributed as follows:

All parking revenues derived from the increase of parking rates for covered and

uncovered parkihg effective on or after January 1, 1989, shall be reserved for the support
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131 of health and human services activities and shall be deposited in the (Health-and-Human
132 Serviees)) children and family ((S))set-aside ((¥))fund. All revenue derived from

133 elimination of free public parking shall be deposited in the ((€))current ((E))expense

134 fund. Increased revenues derived from the increase of parking rates effective on or after
135 January 1, 2002, shall be reserved for capital improvements to parking facilities and for
136 the children and family set-aside fund.

137 SECTION 9. This ordinance takes effect January 1, 2002.
