2, Truck traffic travelling to and from the site shall
yield the right-of-way to school bus traffic when
crossing the bridge across Jenkins Creek on Covington
Way S.E., Bridge No. 3085.

3. The Department of Public Works and Transportation is
requested to determine the traffic specd limits on
Covington Way S.E. which will assure the public safety
when the truck traffic generated by the site is added
to the existing traffic on that roadway, and to install
such traffic signs and devices as the Department de-
termines to be necessary to control traffic in the
vicinity of the intersection of the proposed access
road with Covington Way S.E.
