- referred to as the "Examiner"). The total of such payments shall
not exceed $3,000.00.
~ For Saidvpayment the County agrees'to perform the following
services for the City, to-wit: \
1. Provide the services of its Examiner for the
remainder of 1974 and for 1975 to:
(a) hear?lentef findings of fact-aﬁd issue a
'decision»in all City PUD and PRUD éases scheduled,
before him, tdfal not to exceed fifteen (15) cases,
based upon the applicable policies and ordinances
of the City; |
(b) hear all said cases at a location to be
provided by the City at a time and date mutually..
acceptable to the City and the Examinér;
| (c) attend once each month a meeting of the‘
City Council to explain the PUD and PRUD decisions;

2. Provide the Examiner's own secretarial services and

office space.
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For said services, the City agrees to perform the following,
to-wit: .
1. Provide Legal advice upon request pertaining to such
hearings before said Examiner.
| 2. Post and advertise scheduled hearings in conformance
with legal requirements.

3. Provide Planning Department reports and environmental

assessments.
