5 II WIJ.ERI~:AS, an annual floodinq situation exists in the White 

6 II Center area in the vicinity of Roxbury and Kingston Village, and 

7 1/ WHEREAS, such flooding causes an annual displacement of 

8 II citizens and a destruction of lands and property, and 

9 II WHEREAS, there is currently before Metro a proposal to 

10 II provide a Park and Ride lot, the county to make additions to 

11 II White Center park, all to be a part of a complex to help solve 

12 II the drainage problem, and 

13 II WHEREAS, a study by a qualified consulting engineer is 

14 II required to provide the data and information necessary to re-

15 II solve the drainage problems that exist in the area. 

16 II NOW THEREFORE, BE IT MOVED by the Council of King County: 

17 II The King County Executive is hereby authorized to expend, 

18 II not to exceed,$15,000 for a consultant engineer study of the 

19 II flooding and drainage problems in the W,hi te Center area between 

20 Roxbury and Kingston Village. The study shall include, but 

21 shall not be limited to, the following items: 

22 1. Evaluation of the existing hydrologic characteristics 

23 II of the site and adjacent areas. 

24 2. Evaluation of the total runoff in the basin for 25 

25 II and 100 year conditions. 

26 , 3. Evaluation of ground water levels and their probable 

27 annual range and also the percolation characteristics within 

28 the site area. 

29 4. A detailed topographic survey of the low areas will 

\ 30 II be necessary to allow specific estimates of storage. 
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1 5. Analyses to determine what system of storage-overflow-

2 II percolation will handle the runoff effects of the planned 

3 facility and will also reduce the flooding situation which nOll 

4 exists. 
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
