WHEREAS, the District has submitted to the King'County

Council and the Boundary Review Board for King County a petition

. for the annexation of approximately 834 acres of land near Lake

Desire in King County; and

WHEREAS, the County has, through the Department of
Planning and Community Development, determined that such annexa-
tion could have a significant impact on Fhe environment and
tendered to the District a notice of.intent to assume_lead agency

for the purpose of preparing an impact statement under the State

Environmental ¥«licy Act; and

WHE?R , the propoéed annexation, if not properly
controlled, wc- be in conflict with the Soqs Creek Plateau
Communities Pl - and impact_growth and development in the area

WHEREAS, the petition for annexation by the District,
P-252, is entirely within the boundaries of the Soos Creek
Plateau Communities Plan Area; and

WHEREAS, within that portion of the proposed annexation
lying east of 172nd Avenue SE there exists an‘area commonly
known as the Lake Desire area where existing homes are contribut—

ing to the pollution of Lake Desire; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of both parties to

-

coordinate their endeavors so as to be as consistent as possible

with the immediate needs of the people and area contained within

the proposed annexation, P-252, while taking into consideration

and account the need for community planning and development in

the Soos Creek Plateau area and the rural status of certain

properties contained with the proposed annexation; and
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WHEREAS, the‘pafties recognize and acknoWledge their
respective authority to enter into this agreement in order to
coordinate the plans of the District with the aéplicab;e plans
and policies of the County.

by this reference incorporated as a part of
this agreement. The District will not contract
with any other person-or entity for such con-
struction, maintenance, service or assessments
within the excluded area identified in Exhibit

B. .The District shall immediately, and

in no event later than six (6) months followiné
the County Council's approval of tﬁe Soos
Creek Plateau'Communities Plan, amend the
District's coﬁprehensive plan so as to carry
. out this agreement for the'area proposed to

be annexed and the-District‘shall immediately
gubmit the amended comprehensive plan to the

s County for review and decision pursﬁantfto the
requirements of RCW 56.08.020 and K.C.C. Chapter
113.24. The amehded eomprehensive plan shall éet
forth the manner of servicing that area identi-

fied as the "Lake Desire Service Area" on

Exhibit "A" and provide for the exclusion of

construction, maintenance, service or assessment
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of lands within-the excluded area identi-
fied on Exhibit "A": Provided, that a
single sewer main may traverse the exéluded
area to cross the northwest gquarter of 836,
Township 23, Range 5 East,bfollowing the
natural drainage pattern in-a northeasterly
direction, to connect with the Metro Madsen
Creek Interceptor; provided further, that no
connectiéns shall be made to such seWér main
"outside of the "Lake Desire Service Area".
The amended plan shall provide for the
construction and maintenance of SeWer-facil—
ities which, because of capacity, location and
other factors, are consistent with the terms
of this agreement:and‘the land uses and
densities allowed in the approved Soos Creek
Plateau Communities Plan. ‘ -

comprehensive plan amendment approvéd by the
County, contract with Water District No. 108,
