A MOTION setting the date of hearing on the

WHEREAS, King County Ordinancé No. 3970 passed by the King
County Council on December 7, 1978, established King county Road
Improvement District No. 76 ("RID 76), and

WHEREAS, the construction of the improvement project for
which the District was created has now beenucémpleted and the
total costs and expenses of the project can be predicted with
reasonable accuracy, and

WHEREAS, certain statutes of the State of Washington in
effect at the time of the creation of RID 76 limited the
interest rate which could lawfully be leyied on RID assessments
and made it impracticable to issue and sell revenue bonds to

WHEREAS, King County Ordinance No. 3970 directed the
Director of the Department of Public Wdfks upon determination of
the costs of the project to prepare and file with the clerk of
the Council an assessment roll setting forth that portion of the
total costs and expenses of accomplishing the said project which
are to be assessed against the property within RID 76 and the
amount to be assessed against each parcel therein, and

Or, the
Council may set aside said roll and make the assessments de novo
so that they are just and equitable, and theﬁ proceed to confirm
