In addition, Center project funds shall be transferred to
the City on a cost reimbursement ba515 Any funds not expended by July 1, 1995 shall revert to the
County.

3. The parties acknowiedge that the available funds may not be sufficient to complete the full
scope of the design envisioned for the Project. No additional funds are committed to the Project and
the parties acknowledge that this one time transfer of funds constitutes the entire and complete amount
_ of County funds which will be available for the Project.
