| NOW, THEREFORE, Airi consideration of the terms and conditions contained herein, it is mutually agreed by
and between the County and the Clty that the Interlocal Agreement relating to Law Enforcement Services is
amended as follows:

Section 13 is hereby amended to read as follows:
13. Termination Process: Either party may initiate a process to terminate this agreement as follows:
13.1 The party desiring to terminate the agreement shall provide written notice to the other party.

13.2  Upon receipt of such notice, the parties agree to commence work on and complete a transition
plan providing for an orderly transition of responsibilities from the County to the City over a
minimum time frame of eighteen (18) months. The transition plan shall identify and address
items such as personnel, capital equipment, workload and any other issues related to the -
transition. Each party shall bear its respective costs in developing the transition plan. The date
of the written notice shall commence the eighteen month period.

All other terms and conditions of the Interlocal Agreement regarding law enforcement services remain in full
force and effect.
