The Shipping and Railway Heritage Trust owns the retired City of Seattle fireboat
DUWAMISH. The vessel was transferred from the city to the Trust under Ordinance
No.117366 which states, in part, “The Trust shall maintain and display the fireboat
DUWAMISH within the city limits of Seattle at a location which allows ready public access
and interpretation of the vessel’s historic significance to the city and the surrounding region.”
The Ordinance also stipulates that such public access and interpretation must commence by
December 29, 1999.

Since acquiring the DUWAMISH, the Trust has refurbished and returned to operation the
fireboat’s propulsion and pumping machinery, resulting in the fireboat under its own power for
the first time since 1986. The vessel is currently moored at the staging pier of the Sand Point
NOAA base while the Trust negotiates a lease at its intended home port at a city pier on the
North Shore of Sand Point.

The vessel is a National Historic Landmark and a City of Seattle Landmark. Built in Richmond
Beach, it played a significant role in the history of the city, battling numerous waterfront fires.
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In late January 1999, while work was being performed on the pumping systems, a wrench
struck a rusted area of the hull opening three holes two feet below the water line in an area not
previously suspected of being seriously deteriorated. These holes have been temporarily
patched with epoxy, but must be sealed with metal plates to restore the vessel’s structural
integrity and protect against significant leakage and possible sinking. '

The Trust has requested $18,000 from the Cultural Facilities Emergency fund. $11,000 is
budgeted for repair work to the damaged hull section and to other areas identified as vulnerable
during a subsequent hull survey completed by a Navy diving team. The other $7,000 is for a
liability insurance policy that is requlred by the shipyard before they can allow the boat into
drydock. :

The project meets the Commission’s guidelines for receiving an Emergency award; the hull -
leak did not occur until after the deadline for the annual grant cycle had passed, and the damage
was certainly unanticipated.

Staff has been working with the organization to provide technical assistance regarding their
organizational planning, and capital campaign, and will continue to provide technical
assistance. The Commission would like to see the organization present some additional

" information about the repair and on-going maintenance of the vessel, since deferred
maintenance can potentially lead to unexpected crises such as the current one. .

The Commission will provide funds for the work in the shipyard; the organization will need to
leverage this award into additional dollars to pay for the insurance. The Trust has already
raised $3500 for repairs, and will continue its fundraising.

MOTION: That the Landmarks and Heritage Committee recommend to Council that the
Shipping & Railway Heritage Trust be awarded $11,000 from the Heritage Cultural Facilities

Emergency Fund to complete hull stabilization work on the Duwamish. The funds should be
provided contingent on the organization submitting to program staff a public access plan and
timeline, a more comprehensive restoration and maintenance schedule, and a revised operating
budget.
