6 WHEREAS, the growth in costs to maintain King County services outpaces

7 revenue growth such that the county is facing a structural budget gap, and

8 WHEREAS, the structural budget gap wi1likely require significant reductions in

9 general governent operations, and

10 WHEREAS, the members of the metropolitan King County council are

11 committed to working with represented employees' organizations and other interested

12 stakeholders to formulate a plan of action to address this fiscal problem, and

13 WHEREAS, addressing the structural budget gap in a sustainable manner will

14 require the combined efforts ofthe local and state elected offcials as well as employees,

15 represented employees' organizations, the media and other community leaders;

16 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT MOVED by the Council of King County:

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17 A. The county council recognizes the importance of represented employees'

18 organizations in delivering quality county services and programs to the citizens of King

19 County, and

20 B. The council recognizes that paricipation of represented employees'

21 organizations before and during budget deliberations is critical to effective resolution to

22 the fiscal challenges facing the county, and

23 C. Toward that end, the council will work cooperatively with represented

24 employees in addressing the anticipated strctural budget gap facing King County.
