The Planning Department has been notified of the petition

We consider subject right of way useless as part of the
Coun ty road system and believe the public would be benefited
by return of this unused area to the public tax rolls.

FOURTH : That upon such hearing, proof of publication and of
posting notice of such hearing having been made by

affidavi ts filed with the Clerk of said Board of County Com-
missioners, the Council having considered the same, finds:

1. That the portions of alleys sought to be vacated will not
be useful as a part of the general road system.

ORDERED that the following described road or alley or portions
thereof be and the same is hereby vacated in accordance with the
recommendation of the County Engineer:

All that portion of a 16-foot alley lying adjacent to
the south line of lots 1 through 7 inclusive, and ad-
j acent to the north line of lots 8 and 28 extended,
and within Block 1 of Robbins Spring Brook Addition to
Riverton as recorded in Volume 16 of Plats, page 57,
records of King County, Washington; also that portion
of a 16-foot alley lying between lots 22 through 28
on the west, and lots 8 through 14 on the east and
wi thin Block 1, said plat.
