The DNRP-recommended score of 23 points results in a curent use valuation of 20o/o of
assessed value for the enrolled portion of the property.

Additional credit may be awarded administratively undet the forest stewardship land

category, subject to DNRP's apptoval, by Match 1,2020, of the Applicant's pteviously-
submitted forest stewardship plan. Award of credit under this category will increase the

point total by 5 points and may allow approved forestry activities to occur on the

property, but the current use valuation will remain unchanged.

As to the land area recommended for PBRS enrollment, the Applicant requested 13.80

acres and DNRP recommends 11.97 acres. @ntollment acreage is the entire parcel less

the excluded area, as calculated by DNRP. In the event the County Assessot's of{rcial
parcel size is revised, the PBRS acrc^ge shall be administratively adjusted to reflect that
change.)

requires that the appellant provide copies of the appeal statement to the Examinet and to any

named parties listed on the front page of the Examiner's recommendation.

Ptior to the close of business (4:30 p.m.) on March 2, 2020, an electronic copy of the appeal
statement must be sent to Clerk.Council@kingcounqv.gov and apaper copy of the appeal

statement must be delivered to the Clerk of the Councilts Office, Room 1200,ICng County
Courthous e,516 Third Avenue, Seatde, Washington 98104. Prior mailing is not sufficient if
actual receipt by the Clerk does not occur within the applicable time period. If the Office of the

Clerk is not officially open on the specified closing date, delivery prior to the close of business

on the next business day is sufficient to meet the filing requirement.

Unless both a timely and sufficient appeal statement and fiiing fee are filed by March 2, 2020, the
Clerk of the Council shall place on the agenda of the next ava:lable Council meeting a proposed

ordinance implementing the Examiner's recommended action. At that meeting the Council may

adopt the Examinef's recommendation, defet acion, refer the matter to a Council committee, or
remand to the Examiner for further hearing or further consideration.

If a timely and sufficient appeal statement and filing fee arc filed by March 2, 2020, the Examiner
will notiSr all parties and interested petsons and provide information about "flext steps."
